Families often do not have 

the resource to bring water 

and sewer from the street to 

the house, thus no running 

water for cooking, cleaning, 

or, worse, for a toilet.  Often 

these homes  do not even 

have an outhouse.  

 

The homes on this page are 

not the very worst.  Sadly, 

they are typical.  This is what 

most donors find if they are 

fortunate enough to visit.
